National Centre for Excellence in th€eaching of MathematicsThe aim is to develop Mathematical
Reasoning in Key Stage 3 in order to better equip the students who will be sitting the new Mathematic:
GCSE, as it will have a large reasoning content. We have been working alongside Matheaétiess t
from a number of other schools in London to trial resources to promote reasoning. We also have advic
and input from Mathematics educators at the Institute of Education. The stages of reasoning are
describing, explaining, convincing, justifying apbving. The children have been given opsmrded
investigations and prompted, by questioning, to get as far along these stages as they can.
